The Source of Authority (vv.1–2) 

• Exousia = delegated authority. 

 

“Every earthly ________sits under a ____________ King.” 

 

The Service of Authority (vv.3–4) 

• Diakonos = God’s servant, even if flawed. 

 

    “Government may not always reflect God’s ______________,  

but it always fulfills God’s _____________.” 

 

The Spirit of Submission (vv.5–7) 

• Apodidōmi = pay taxes as a debt 

• Leitourgos = “public servants”—same root as priestly service
